trend in the incidence of dacoities/
robberies in trains.

(b) A statement is attached.

(¢) The following preventive mea-

sures are taken by the Government
Railway Police to curb crimes in trains:

1. Escorting of important trains at
night by armed guards of Govern-
ment Railway Police of the concer-
ned State Governments.

2, Beat patrolling at stalions/plat-
forms/waiting halls.

3. Surveillance over criminals and
known bad characters.

4. Checking of night trains by su-
pervisory officers.

5. Posting of pickets at vulnerable
stations and

6. Special squads of CID of State
Governments iake up investigaiions
of important cases to apprehend cri-
minals responsible for crimes commit-
ted on railways.

Railways are taking following mea-

sures in this regard:—

1. Railways maintain close liaison
with State Police authorities at all
levels.

2. Vestibuled doors of coaches are
closed between 2200 hrs. and 0800
hrs.

3. TTEs / Altendants / Conductors
have been instructed to remain vigi-
lant to prevent entry of unauthori-

sed persons into reserved compart-
ments.

4. The problem of crimes on rall-
ways has been highlighted in the

periodical meetings with the State
Government officials and it has also
been projected at the highest level,
impressing upon the State Govern-
ments the need to strengthen the
security arangements in trains.
