THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF SHIPPING AND 
TRANSPORT (SHRI BUTA SINGH): 
(a) and 'Cb) It is not correct to say 
that the construction of seven ftyovera 
will be an expensive alternative to 
manual or signalised traffic control. A 
traffic study carried out by experts 
has revealed that the projected normal 
peak hourly traffic in 1982 is going to 
be beyond the capacity of both manual 
and signalised traffic control measures. 
There is no other optiOn but to go in 
for grade separation at these seven 
intersections. The improvement of 
theSe junctions was alr,eady included 
in the 6th Plan (1978-83) of Delhi 
Administration. 

(c) Only thOSe trees which have 
to be inescapably removed due to 
construction of the flyovers Or those 
which cannot be transplanted are being 
cut. Further, it is proposed to plant 
new quick-growing trees to the t~nt 

of at least double the number of cut 
trees sO that present environment is 
maintained .
