In addition, under the
National Scheme of Training of
Rural  Youth for Self-Employment
(TRYSEM) training is imparted
to rural youth including  those
from tribal areas for self-employ-
ment. The course contents of adult
education classes of some States
also include reference to welfare
schemes.
