MOHANTY): (a) and (b). The
fight against inflation is a continu-
ing process and from time to time
various measures are taken to check

price rise and improve the avail-

ahility of essential commodities.
These measures cover the manage-
ment of both supply and demand.

On the supply management side,
the major thrust of the Government
policy ~ continues to be inerease” of
production of various commodities,
Efforts are being continued to

imProve further the infrastructure
which is vitally important to main-
tain the increasing tempo of pro-
duction and movement of goods.
The public distribution system is
being expanded and improved. The
availability  of some commodities
like petro-products, cement, edible
oils, wheat and sugar is being aug-
mented by imports. To meet the
additional requirements of the con-
sumers during the festival season,
various steps have been taken to
increase the supplies of wheat pro-
ducts, sugar, edible oils and vanas-
pati. State Governments have been
advised to see thatthe commodities
meant for sale through the public
distribution  system are properly
distributed. State Governments are
enforcing the  provisions of -the
Essential Commodities Act and
sinilar other legislations with a
view to ' curbing ‘the activities of
hoarders, blackmarketeers and other
anti-social elements.
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
