As would 
be seen from the above statement, 
progressively increased allocations 
of Palmolein have been made to 
Kerala from May 1981 onwards. 
These imported edible oils are sup­
plied to the State Governments for 
distribution  through  fair price 
shops under the public distribution 
system and not for supply to Central 
Government  units/organisations. 
However, the employees of these 
units/organisations can draw their 
quota of edible oils like other con­
sumers, from the fair price shops 
under the public distribution system 
on the strength of their individual 
food cards.
