Community Projects and N.E.S.
Blocks

309. Shri L. N. Mishra: Will the
Minister of Community .Development
be pleased to state whether there is
any proposal to co-ordinate the work-
ing of the Community Project Ad-
ministration, N.E.S. Blocks and the
Irrigation Departments of ‘the State
Governments so far as irrigation
works in respective areas are con-
cerned?

The Minister of Community Deve-
lopment (Shri S. K. Dey): The Minis-
try of Community Development have
been engaged for some time in trying
to secure coordination in the working
of Community Development and
N.ES. Blocks with the different
departments of State Governments
including irrigation, Measures for
effecting improved coordination were
discussed at a conference on Minor
Irrigation organised by the Ministry
of Community Development on the
5th March. The subject was also dis-
cussed at the 6th Development Com-
missioners Conference at Mussoorie
in April 1957. The Conference made
the following recommendation:—

“The State Governments are
advised to provide essential staff
which may be at least one senior
irrigation engineer for planning
and examining minor schemes of
all departments and for direct
"liaison and contact with Develop-
ment Commissioner.”
