Mineral Survey o f  l i l n l a u r  
District

1406. Shri Raghunath Slnghjl: W ill 
the Minister o f Steel, Mines and Fuel
be pleased to state:

(a) whether any recent survey in 
respect o f mineral deposits in Jaisa 1- 
m er District (Rajasthan) has been 
carried out; and

(b ) if so, what are the minerals 
found in that area?

The Minister o f Mines and OU 
(Shri K. D. M alaviya): (a ) Yes, Sir.
A  survey was carried out by a party 
of the Geological Survey of India 
during the 1954-55 and 1955-56 field 
seasons. During 1956, A  Canadian 
Firm, under the Colom bo P.an also 
carried out aero-m agnetic survey 
over the Jaisalmer area.

(b ) No minerals have been found 
but the aero-magnetic survey has in ­
dicated the possibility of existence o f  
commercial concentrations o f  iron 
ore.
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
