cord*, no Naval rating* or Officers 
were so dismissed from Naval service. 
The question of reinstatement of such 
officers or ratings does not arise. One 
Naval Officer and five hundred twenty 
three ratings were removed from ser­
vice for participation in the Indian 
Naval Mutiny of February 1948. They 
have not been reinstated.

(b) Yes. There is, however, no bar 
to their re-employment under Gov­
ernment in civil employment, except 
where such dismissal was with dis­
grace.

But no separate order was is­
sued regarding pay as the pay of such 
candidates is regulated in accordance 
with the general orders issued by the 
Ministry of Home Affairs.

(c) and (d). The implementation 
of the orders regarding seniority is 
under consideration.
