The Depufy Minister of Defence
(Sardar Majithia): (a) No Hospitals
exclusively devoted to T.B. pafients
exist in any of the Cantonments.

(b) The Cantonment Hospitals at
Wellington and a private hospital in
Ahmednagar Cantonment have made
arrangements fo admit T.B. patients.
T.B. patients are also treated in the
Cantonment hospitals at Kamptee and
Poona but during the non-infectious
stage only. T.B. patients of 33 other
Cantonments can avail themselves of
tfeatment facilities in the hospitals in
the neighbourhood. It is regretted that
the remaining 22 Cantonments are
lacking in facilities in this respect.

(c) It is proposed to have a T.B.
Clinic in the Cantonment Board Hos-
pital, Ambala and a T.B. Ward at
Aurangabad during the Second Five-
Year Plan.
