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(iii) Low voltage and fluctuations 
in the voltage adversely affecting 
file working of the pumps due to 
absence of adequate voltage regu-
lators at the feeders and consump-
tion points;

All these factors lead *° l°wer effi-
ciency resulting in higher consump-
tion of diesel and electric power.

In the light of the studies, neces-
sary guidelines and’ instructions have 
been given to the State agencies to 
remedy the situation.
