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“(iv) If there is a difference of
opinion between thetwo banks
which cannot be resolved in a
period of one month, the matter
should be referred to the RBI
for decision;

(v) In order to avoid an unhealty
interest rate war, reduction in
the interest rates should be
precluded for two years from
the date of transfer unless
justified in pursuance of a
change in the credit policy of
the Reserve Bank of India ;

(vi) Where the customer is already
having credit limits with one
bank, ancther bank should
not grant additional credit
facilities without prior consent
of the existing bank ;

(vii) Where the existing bank, be-
cause of the pressure on its
resources is not in a position
to meet the genuine additional
requirements of its customers
and approaches another bank
for participation in the
additional credit facilities the
latter should not use this
opportunity for seeking a
complete take over of the
customer’s  account  and
should confine its commitment
only to the extent indicated
by the existing banker.

The above instructions are
applicable to the accounts enjoying
credit limit of Rs. 50 lakhs, and
above, in so far as commercial
banks and State/Central Cooperative
Banks are concerned, and Rs. 15
lakhs and above in the case of
urban cooperative banks.

(¢) and (d). The instructions are
within notice of all concerned. No
complaints have been received so
