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(ii) Indigenous production of pes-
ticides is being encouraged. 

(iii) Extension efforts to educate 
the farmers regarding correct uses 
of pesticides. 

(iv) Pesticides distribution sys-
tem has undergone change from 
single channel to multi-channel dis-
tribution system. 

(v) Subsidy is being extended 
for plant protection measures in~ 
eluding the cost of pesticides on 
identified crops.
