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The Minigter of Oemmerce (Shri
Kanunge): (a) and (b). No approach
has been made by the British Textile
Assqgciation to the Government of
India. However, the Textile Indus-
try in UXK. have expressed concern
regarding increased exports of Indian
Textiles to the United Kingdom.

(c¢) The Textile Industry in the
UXK. have approached their counter-
part in India, and negotiations are
going on.
