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work as agricultural labourers and 
who draw the major portion of their 
income from that profession is esti­
mated to be about 13,000. No survey 
as-such has been conducted. Statis­
tics were however collected in the 
year 1953 by a rapid survey conduct­
ed through the agency of Village Level 
Workers under the Community Deve­
lopment and National Extension Ser­
vice P/ogramme, with a view to 
ascertain the occupational distribution 
o f population.
