Arxt Silk Yarn

1749. Shri P. R, Ramakrishnan: Will
the Minister of Commerce and In-
dustry be pleased to state:

Sepa-
rate information is not available re-
garding the extent to which the hand-
loom sector would be affected by the
restrictions on the import of art silk
yarn.
