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public enterprises have been di-
rected to curtail publicity and ad-
vertisement expenditure by fur-
ther 25 per cent in the year 1982-
83 compared to their expenses un-
der this Head in 1981-82. Further,
the administrative Ministries con-
cerned have been requested that
public sector enterprises should be
circumspect in choosing journal
for advertising ( y foreign
journals).

Curtai'ment of advertisements by
Banks

9376. SHRI G. NARASIMHA
REDDY: Will the Minister of
FINANCE be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government have
directed the banks to cut down ad-
vertisements by 25 per cent; and

(b) whether the directive also
applies to advertisements in
foreign papers and foreign coun-
tries and considerations therefor?

Liquor and ration stolen by
elephants from Army Ordnance
Corps unit near Siliguri

(a) whether it is a fact that
wild elephants steal liquor and ra-
tions of the Army Ordnance Corps
unit situated in the Bagdogra
forest near Siliguri as reportedgr in

the ‘Times of India’ dated 3lst
March, 1982; and

(b) if so, what preventive mea-
sures have been taken in the
matter?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN
THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE
(SHRI K. P. SINGH DEO): (a)
No loss of liquor has been reported
from the two Ordnance Units loca-
ted near Bagdogra due to the de-
predation of elephants. However,
in one of the Units, items of supply
like atta, rice, dal and sugar cost-
ing Rs. 1300/- have been destroy-
ed/consumed by elephants during
1981-82.

(b) Heavy wooden logs have
been fixed ahead of the gates to
prevent entry of elephants into
the Units. Drum beating parties
are also being emploved to scare
away elephants when their pre-
sence in the vicinity is known.

Arrest of stefi of nationalised
Banks for misappropriation/
