Only limited experimental 
uses of Polythylene have been made 
for water-proofing R.C.C. slab roofs 
and as pipes for internal water sup­
ply. The behaviour of the material 
is still under observation and it has 
not yet been possible to draw any de­
finite conclusions regarding its long­
term usefulness.
