m  n ts and it r mains to be seen how 
the impl mentation of the intc~ntions 
expressed in the Declaration would 
affect India's economy.

NARASIMHA RAO) : (a) Yes, 
Sir. The Eleventh Session of the 
Third U.N. Conference on the Law 
of the Sea was held in New York 
from March 8 to April 30, 1982. 
It adopted the Convention on the 
Law of the Sea and related Resolu-
tions on 30th April, 1982. 

(b) The Draft Convention on the 
Law of the Sea, as adopted, consisits 
of 320 articles and g Annexures. 

It provides for a 12-mile territorial 

sea, a 24-mile contiguous zone and a 

200-mile exclusive economic zone. 

The outer limits of the continental 

shelf may in certain cases extend, 

upto 350 noutical miles from the 

baselines along the coast, and in 

some cases even beyond. A  regime
