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The National Rural Employmf>nt 
Programme has been designed chiefly 
to provide employment to the U('ecly 
in the rural areas particularly in the 
slack season when the agri~ t '3  

operations are in a low key. It is ~
pected to generate work for :mo f'11llion 
to 400 million rnandays every year. 

The Integrated Rural Development 
Programme aims at providing employ-
ment opportunities and raising the 
income levels of the rural poor. The 
programme covers all the 5011 Deve-
lopment blocks in the country. The 
target is to cover 500 families in each 
block for a year. Of these approxi-
mately 400 families would be covered 
through agriculture and related <.1ctlvi-
ties, 100 families under rural indus-
tries and another 100 families under 
rural services, business enterprises etc. 

The National Scheme of Training of 
Rural Youth for Self-Employment aims 
at the development of technical skills 
amongst the rural people. It is :.lan-
ned to train about 2 lakh rural youth 
out of the target group every year 
in various skills in rural areas. 

(c) Under the National Rural Em-
ployment Programme, 403 million 
manday were generated in 1980-81 
and 334 million mandays fo 1981-82. 

Undt•r Integrated Rural Develop-
ment Programme, 2.8 million families 
were assisted in 1980-81.
