THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS AND IN
THE DEPARTMENT OF PARLIA-
MENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI MAL-
LIKARJUN): (a) to (c). Excess fare
tickets are issued to passengers found
travelling without ticketg or with im-
proper tickets. In emergent cases,
Excess Fare Tickets gre also issued In
lieu of printed card tickets or Blank
Paper Tickets. Rules require that the
passenger concerned hag to deposit
the Excess Fare Ticket at the desti-
nation gtation on completion of the
journey. For claiming refund, the
party has to send along with the ap-
plication either the original Excess
Fare Ticket or a Certificate to the
effect that the same has been deposit-
ed with the ticket collector at the
destination gtation. The procedure is
meant for verification purpose.
