Khanna): 1,28,557 acquired evacuee 
properties were transferred to clai­
mants upto 30th September, 1959. This 
does not include figures in respect of 
Jullundur, Patiala and Lucknow 
regions for the months of August and 
September, 1959. It is, however, esti­
mated that about 5000 properties would 
have been transferred in these regions 
also during those months.
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
