Sir.

(b) and (c), The projectiles manufae-
tured in Ordnance factories were equipped
with parachuteg and they were also fitted
with fins to give them stability during
flight, The projectiles were not designed
“like feathers”. The parachutes do not
normally burn in flight. These illuminat-
ing deviceq were Ordnance ftems and
carry -tiny parachutes which open in flight
16 prolong illumination. Due safety pre-
cautiong were taken to avoid even g slight
chance of any injury to persons or pro-
perty. No untoward incident hay been
reported.
