Darjeeling, Cooch Behar, 
MaIda, Jalpaiguri and We t Din jpur fall 
within restricted area under the or ig-
ner (Re tri ted Area) Order, 1963. 
Foreign tourist travelling upto Bagdogra 
and back by air are allowed to vi it with-
Ollt permit Darjeeling town and orne 
neighbouring place like Sandakphu and 
Phalut, Tiger HiJl, Lebong Race Cour e, 
Jorebangalow, Ghoom and Kur eong 
town of touri t intere 't for a period upto 
15 day. Tourists who intend to proceed 
to Darjeeling by mode of travel other 
than air are required to obtain re tricted 
area permit from any of the Ind ian M i -
ions abroad, Foreigners Regional Regis-

tration Officer and Immigration Officer 
at the airports at Calcutta, Delhi Bom-
bay and }.tIadra, beside the Govern-
ment of West Bengal (Home Depart-
ment). Similarly permit are liberaJ1y 
granted for visiting J aldapara Games 

an tuary in West Bengal. This sy tem 
ha been in vogue for a number of year 
and it ha not affected touri m in the e 
areas. There is no proposal to with-
draw the e i ting y tern. The restric-
tions under the Foreigners (Restricted 
Area) Order, 1963 will have to continue 
in the national intere t.
