Bypassing of local Candidates by
Mormugao Port trust in Recruitment

795. SHRI EDUARDO FALLEIRC:
Will the Minister of SHIPPING AND
TRANSPORT be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government are .ware
of adverse reaction from the people of
Goa to the fact that persons from cut-
side that territory are being recruitec
by the management of Mormugao
Port Trust by-passing local candidates;
and

(b) how many persong have been re-
cruited from outside the territory by
the Mormugao Port Trust during the
last five years and reasons therefor?

THE MINISTER QF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF SHIPPING AND
TRANSPORT (SHRI Z. R. ANSARI):
(a) Recruitments in the Port Trust
are being made according to rules
framed by the competent authorities
from time to time. Vacancies in
Classes 111 and 1V are notified 1o the
Employment Exchange and filled up
from out of the candidates sponsorel
by Employment Exchange only. When
candidates are not available from

Employment Exchange, advertisement
through Newspapers is resorted tc.

(b) From 1-2-78 to 31-1-83, 828 per-
sons were directly recruited for varis
ous posts in Mormugao Port [Crust.
Out of this, 590 were local persons. Of
the remaining 238 persons, 51 opelong
to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tnibe:
such candidates generally mnot being
available locally. In the lists furnish-
ed by Employment Exchange, names
of non-Goan candidates were also
sponsored. Some of them were selec-
ted as per qualifications and marit by
a Selection Committee. Also, some
persons from outside the territory
were recruited to skilled and technical
calegories, when suitable local candi-
cdates were nof available.
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
