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(d) The Government have taken
various steps to encourage exports of
handloom fabrics. The All India
Handloom Fabrics Marketing Co-
operative Society, which is incharge
of external marketing in the tradi-
tional countries in South East Asia,
is making every effort o increase ex-
ports to those countries. The Hand-
loom Export Organisation has been
specially set up to increase exports to
non-traditional countries like the
US.A.,, West Germany, etc. Incentives
in the form of licences for import of
coal-tar dyes, textile chemicals, etc.
are given to exporters of handloom
fabrics in and outside the cooperative
fold. A scheme for payment of cash
incentives against exports of hand-
loom fabrics is also under considera-
tion.

Mineral Development in Jammu and

The flnal proposals from
the Government of Jammu and
Kashmir are still awaited.
