The rules of 
Rostels of the Banaras Hindu Univer-
sity, framed by its founder, late 
Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya and 
applicable to both the hostels !ituated 
within the University campus as well 
as approved lodges outside, inte1'-alia 
-contain a provision to the effect that 
non-vegetarian food will not be 
'allowed to be brought within the 
hostel area or lodge premises. In 
view of the sentiments of the founder, 
the University does not encourage 
non-vegetarian messes but there is no 
bar against such messes and permis-
:sion is always accorded for the pro-
vision of the same fn the hostels; only 
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care is taken that the sentiments of 
vegetarian boarders are respected. At 
present non-vegetarian messes are 
being rUn in almost all the hostels of 
the University.
