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Subsidy Scheme for Fishing Trawler Industry

1941. SHRI K. RAMAMURTHY :
Will the Minister of AGRICULTURE be
pleased to state :

(a) the details of the subsidy scheme
introduced in 1970 for encouraging indi-
genous fishing trawler industry;

(b) whether it is a fact that no subsidy
had been given to Mazagaon Docks and
Chowgules and another private company
which built about 17 fishing trawlers during
the period 1970 to 1980 ;

(c) whether not a single Paisa has been
disbursed as late as September, 1983 for
Chowgules who have agreed to build 5 tra-
wlers ; and

(d) the agency presently implementing
this scheme and whether this agency is still
reluctant to take a final decision about the
implementation of subsidy scheme to Indian
trawler builders ?

THE MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE
(RAO BIRENDRA SINGH): (a) A copy
of the Notification dated the 15th June, 1970,
is laid on the Table of the House (Placed in
Libracy. See. No. LT-7157/83)

(b) to (d) In continuation of the notifj-
cation dated the 15th June, 1970, the
Government of India by a supplementary
notification dated the 25th October, 1972,
decided to grant a subsidy of Rs. 2 lakhs
for each 57 feet deep sea steel fishing vessel
manufactured indigenously on the conditions
indicated in the notification dated 15th June,
1970. It was also notified that the subsidy
was valid up to 31st March, 1973.

The claims of subsidy preferred by the
trawler builders were examined and were
found that their claims are not sustainable
in terms of the conditions stipulated in the
notification. The companies were informed
accordingly on 17th September, 1983.
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
