THE MINISTER OF TOURISM

Sir. Indian Airlines flighs IC-184 Delhi-
Bombay operates with the crew of IC-
40~ coming from . Calcutta. As the de-
parture of IC-402 from Calcutta was 
delayed on 1-6-1984 by 5 hrs and 25 
mts · due to the grounding of one Air-
bus aircraft, the flight IC-184 from Delhi 
was also consequently dela~ed. 

Indian Airlines flight IC-108 was de-
layed on 29-5-84 due to the progressive 
delays to the earli_er flights on the Bom-
bay Madras Hyderabad Delhi Srinagar-
Delhi Hyderabad Bangalore sectors ope-
rated by the same airi.;raft. 

(b) Delays in flights for causes which 
are within the control of the airlines, 
such as commercial and engineering, are 
constan1 ly rnonit0red and corrective 

· action taken to minimise their incidence. 
Other delays due to uncertain weather 
conditions and the cons_equential delays 
are however, beyond the control of the 
airlines However, if the flight does get 
delayed efforts are made to avoid any 
inconvenience to the passenger. 
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
