The Swiss Government on the requf"St of 
the Government of Pakistan, agreed to lend 
their good offices in regard to the arrange-
ment.o;; for ascertaining the wishes of those 
members of the erstwhile Pakistan Mission in 
Calcutta who declared their all,,!!iance to the 
Government of Bangia Desh. 

(b) Negotiations are still continuing. 

(c) Negotiations have become protracted 
becawe of Pakistan's unreasonable insistence 
that it is India's responsibility to make those 
persons of the erstwhile Pakistan Mission in 
Calcutta who changed their allegiance to the 
Bangia Desh Government, to meet a represen-
tative of the Pakistan Government htdivi-
dually. We have made it clear that this is a 
matter for these persons themselves to decide. 

(d) As stated above negotiations are conti-
nuing in this matter.
