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Cultivation of Virginia flu cured Tobacco

6903. SHRI RAJDEO SINGH : Will the
Minister of AGRICULTURE be pleased to
state :

(a} whether under the Centrally sponso-
red Scheme for the development of Virginia
Flu-cured tobacco in light soil area, an area of
nearly 23,000 hectares was brought under
cultivation during the season just ended ;

(b) if so, the result thereof ;

(c) whether, about 16 per cent of the
total Virginia tobacco produced in the country
during 1971-72 was from light soil ; and

(d) whether planned cultivation of
tobacco has been undertaking to relieve the
hard-pressed tobacco growers of the problem
of disposal ?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE (SHRI1
JAGANNATH PAHADIA) : (a) Yes Sir.
An area of 22,309 hectares has been brought
under cultivation during 1971-72 uader the
Centrally sponsored Scheme for the develop-
ment of v.f.c. tobacco,

(b) About 16,76 million kgs. of tobacco
was produced under the scheme in 1971.72,
the scheme is being implemented in the light
areas and soil the tobacco produced from
these arcas is of better quality.
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(c) Production estimates of tobacco for
the current year are not yet available. It is,
therefore, not possible at present to compare
the production from the Centrally Sponsored
scheme with the total production of vfg.
tobacco.

(d) [Eforts are being made to plan the
production of required type of tobacco and to
discourage the growing of tobacco in undesira-
ble areas through advice and publicity.

During the current year arrangements
were made for the disposal of tobacco lying
unsold with the growers in Andhra Pradesh
through the State Trading Corporation which
purchased 9.2 million kgs. of tobacco from
the growers,
