A number of step* have 
been taken since 3*1 J-I971 when the manage­
ment of the City Transport Services was transfer­
red to a statutory Road Transport Corporation 
to improve the operation of the bus services In 
the capital. These have resulted in increase in 
the number of buses on road, reduction in the 
working deficits and missing of trips and be­
tter utilisation of vehicles. Phis has enabled 
the Corporation to introduce new routes and 
also extend a few existing ones. Shuttle ser* 
vices have also been introduced from hospitals 
in the evenings for the convenience of visitors, 
Additional special trips have bem provided 
for students. Steps have also been taken to 
provide additional depots, which will help in 
the Improved maintenance of the fleet.

Ofdcrs have been placed for 291 addi* 
tlooal buses. Out of these* 13'J have already 
been added to the fleet. The remaining vehi- 
des are also expected to be recdved and cnm- 
mtwionfd koo aervfec by October, 1972. It 
h it i!k> bteaa decided to acquire 425 more 
buses durlaK 1072-73 tud 1973-74.
