It
13 however anticipated that Bharat
Coking Coal may incur some loss m
the beginming due to increase in its
wage bill and stagnation in the offtake
of coal due to factors like shortage of

The price of coking
coal wag raised by Rs. 3.20 per tonne
with effect from lst May 1972 in order
to ensable the compeny to meet the
additional expenditure on account of
increased dearness allowanee, recate-
gorisation of the workers according to
Wage Board Award, departmentalisa-
tion of contractors’ workmen et¢ In
addition, the statutory, bonus has
been increased from 4 per cent to 8 33
per cent and the compulsory gratuity
scheme has been introduced from 16th
