The present utilisation of capa-
city on the section is 80 per cent of
the charted capacity.

Conversion of the section from M.G.
to B.G., as part of Ernakulam-Trivan-
drum project i already in progress
on completion of which adequate capa-
city will be available on this section.

Opening of a new crossing station
at Thumba as a deposit work at the
cost of Thumba Rocket Launching
Station, as proposed by them is also
under consideration.

Provision of more crossing stations
is not justified at this stage consider-
ing the requirements of traffic.
