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Target of drug production in Fourth and
Fifth Plans

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(a) what is the target of production of
drugs in both private and public sectors
during the first year of the Fifth Five Year

Plan; and

(b) what was the target of the Fourth
Five Year Plan and whether it is fully
achieved if not, the reasons for the same?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF PETROLEUM AND
CHEMICALS (SHRI SHAHNAWAZ
KHAN) : (a) The draft Fifth Five Year
Plan cnvisages a turnover of formulations
valued at Rs. 500 crores per annum by
1978-79. It is expected that during the first
year of the Fifth Five Year Plan, the value
of formulations would he about Rs. 370
crores.

(b) The target of production of drugs
for the Fourth Plan was Rs. 250 crores.
The target has been exceeded.

Profit/Loss incurred by Major Irrigation
Projects

(a) the total losses incurred or profits
earned, State-wise, by the major and me-
dium irrigation projects during the last
three years; and

(b) the factors responsible for losses in-
curred or profits earned?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF IRRIGATION AND

SAD) : (a) and (b). Irrigation Project are
designed to increase agricultural produc-
tion, and the economics of such projects are
assessed on the benefit cost ratio approach.
Generally, all irrigation projects taken up
have a favourable ratio of benefits to costs.
However, due to low water rates charged
by the State Governments, increasing cost
of construction and maintenance of projects,
and lag in utilisation of created potential,
