THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF INDUSTRY AND 
CIVIL SUPPLIES 1 SHRI B. P. 
MAURYA): (a) and (b). The energy 
cut of 60 per cent and demand out of 
40 per cent in industrial use of power 
in force in Tamil Nadu, from January, 
3975 and increased to 75 per cent 
energy cut from April, 1975 were re­
moved in June, 1975 except for some 
peak hour restrictions. From Septem­

ber, 1975, even these peak hours res­
trictions on the use of power by the 
industrial sector have been removed. 
A Sample Study conducted by the 
DGTD of production during the period 
April—November, 1975 as compared 
to tHa same period in 1974 revealed 
that there was a rise in the produc­
tion of items like Cement. Cement Mill 
Machinery, Commercial Vehicles, 
Motor-Cycles, Agricultural tractors. 
Oxygen and Dissolved Acetylene gases. 
Paper and Paper Board, Calculating 
Machines etc. and the set back in pro­
duction in the case of certain other 
items, like auto-tyres and tubes, bicy­
cles. soaps and dry cells, which was 
not attributable to power shortage.
