How* 
ever, according to a survey of the 
registered job seekers conducted by the 
Directorate General of Employment 
and Training, Ministry of Labour, ap-
proximately 16 lakh persons belonging 
to rural areas who had educational 
qualifications of mafcric and above, 
were registered with employment ex-
changes as on 30-6-1973. The purvey 
also revealed that bulk of these job
seekers were below 30 years of age.
