The MiD.lsier for Health (Dr. 
Sasblla Nayar): (a) A statement 
showing the names of important 
mineral springs in India with their 
therapeutic reputation, etc. is laid on 
the Table [See Appendix II, annex-
ure No. 67). The therapeutic value 
of these springs has not, however, 
been scientifically assessed. 

(b) to (d) . The Russian experts 
who visited India i.1!. 1955, recom-
mended the development of about a 
dozen springs situated in Uttar Pra-
desh, Maharashtra, Bihar, Punjab and 
Madhya Pradesh. The ·question of 
developing the Sohna springs (Pun-
jab), Rajgir springs (Bihar), and 
Sahastradhara springs (Uttar Pra-
desh) is receiving the attention of the 
respective State Governments.
