The Minister of State in the Ministry
of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan
Shukla): (a) The Chief Minister, Naga-
land, had referreq to this matter in his
correspondence with the Government
of Indla. There was also exchange of
correspondence on this subject between
the Chief Ministers of Nagaland and
Assam.

(b) The Government of India have
kept in touch with the State Govern-
ments. The Chief Secretaries, Assam
and Nagaland, met and discussed this
subject to their mutual satisfaction.
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Telephone Connections in Delhi

8384. Bhri R, 8. Vidyarihi: Will the
Minister of Communications be pleased
to state: .

(a) whether it is a fact that it takes
more than 10 years to have a telephone
connection in Delhi;
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(b) whether under the O.Y.T.
scheme also, a subscriber has to walit
for more than 2 years before he gets a
telephone; and

(c) it so, the steps taken to open
more telephone exchanges in Delhi for
providing telephone connections in a
short period?

The Minister of State in the Depart-
ments of Parliamentary Affairs and
Communications (Shri I. K, Gujral):
(a) It has not been possible to provide
telephone connections to the applicants
on the ‘General’ waiting list in some
of the areas of Delhi Telephone Sys-
tem for more than 10 years.

(b) Yes. This has been so in
some of the areas served by the Jor-
bagh, Karol bagh, Connaught Place
and Tis Hazari exchanges, but in other
areas it has been possible to meet the
OYT demands with a reasonable time
and the waiting lists there are almost
current,

(c) The expansion of Telephone Sys-
tem of Delhi is being continuously car-
ried on. To the existing 64,000 lines
another 17,500 lines will be added dur-
ing the current financial year and
about 45,000 lines, in the remaining
three years of the 4th Five Year Plan
period. The main limitations in re-
gard to opening of new telephone ex-
changes have been material and finan-
cial resources and non-availability of
land in certain congested areas like
Chandni Chowk. Despite these limi-
tations Delhi Telephone ' system will
almost be doubled during the next
four years.
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
