
sential commodities as Coal, Cement, 
Salt, fertilizers, food-grains, Iron and 
Steel, Machinery etc. So far as 
Western Railway is concerned a quota 
of 2 wagons per day has been allot-
ted for movement of Salt and Cement. 

In respect of commodities for which 
no specific quotas have been fixed as 
and when feasible ad hoc assistance 
is given for clearance of out-standing 
traffic. Even-though the capacity on 
the Narrow Gauge Section is limited 
there is normalIy nO difficulty in the 
movement of traffic from Stations on 
Western Railway, upto Pathankot 
from where the goods could be moved 
by road to destinations on the NG near 
about Pathankot. 

(c) and (d). A certain percentage 
of the Rolling Stock in use on Kangra 
Valley Section is averaged but it is 
fit for use. 

Provision is being made in the 
Rolling Stock Programmes for the re-
placement of overage stock as neces-
sary and also for the allotment of 
additional stock. 

Rolling Stock is withdrawn from 
service not on consideration of age 
alone but on condition basis.
