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(2) There has been progressive
improvement in the presen-
tation of different points of
view objectively.

Scrutiny of talk-schedules
is no longer being done at the
headquarters and the Stations
are free to plan their own
talks programmes.

(3) The audition system has been
decentralised except in respect
of classical music.

(4) A sound and eminently accept-
able news policy has been
laid down. Different opinions
expressed on matters of im-
portance are duly reflected in

the news bulletins.

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THE PRIME MINISTER, MINIS-
TER OF ATOMIC ENERGY, MINIS-
TER OF PLANNING AND MINIS-
TER OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI INDIRA GANDHI) :
(a) His Holiness the Dalai Lama
visited Japan and Thailand in his pri-
vate capacity. He was issued a Certi-
ficate of Indentity as a Tibetan national.
He stayed in Jayan for 17 and in Thai-
land for 7 days.

(b) and (c). For the personal needs
of His Holiness adequate foreign ex-
change was provided. Government do
not consider it to be in good taste to
reveal precise figures relating to His
Holiness, who in his capacity of a
great and revered religious leader, has
been received as a guest by the Govern-
ment and people of this country.

His entourage comprised of 6 persons
on the visit to Japan and 8 to Thailand.
All expenses, including those on pass-
ages, of the visits of His Holiness and
of his entourage, were met by the res-
pective hosts and the Government of
India did not incur any expenditure on
these visits.

(d) As the honoured guest of the
country, His Holiness is free to come
and go as he pleases. There is no
question of “allowing” him or of not
‘allowing’ him.

(i) He was invited to Japan by
the Japanese Budhist Mis-
sionary Association on a cul-
tural visit and to inaugurate
an exhibition of Tibetan arts
and handicrafts.

He was invited to Thailand on
a religious visit by the Bud-
dhist Association of that
country.
