The Deputy Minister in the Minis~ 
try Of External Affairs (Sbri Dinesh 
SiIlgh): (a) Yes, Sir. 

(b) One Indian national was injur-
ed. 

(c) Precautionary mea3ures have 
been taken to prevent recurrence of 
such incidents. Government's reac-
tion to the recent developments in 
the Lath:tilla area wa, gIven in a 
Statement made in the HOllse on 
26-8-1963. and during t!le discussion 
"n the Statement {)n .!7 -8 -1903. 

Sbri C. K. 8hattacharyya: May 
know whether there have been occa-

sions when Indian patrol parties have 
been fired upon by Pakistani riflemen 
and whether Indian patrol parties 
have been ordered to return the fire 
when fired upon? 

Shri Dinesh Singh: I could not say 
off-hand the details, but there have 
been incidents where our patrol 
parties have been fired upon. There 
is no specific instruction in this matter. 
In self-defence they are entitled to 
fire back. 

Shri C. K. Bhattacharyya: May I 
know why such instructions are not 
given to them that when they are 
fired upon they can return the fire? 

The Prime Minister and Minister of 
External Affairs and MiDJster of 
Atomic Energy (Shrl Jawaharlal 
Nehru): It is obvious that they should 
return the fire. There is no neceSSIty 
to make it perfectly clear. 
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Shri H. P. Chatterjee: May I know 
whether it has become a common 
practice for the Pakistani soldiers to 
fire on our patrols and enter our 
territory whenever they like and is it 
a fact that recently, they have entered 
our territory and forcibly taken away 
one doctor from the Nadia Karimpur 
border? 

Shri Jawaharlal Nehru: There have 
been such repeated occurrences there. 
I made a statement about that parti-
cular border, which is a disputed 
border, there being some difference 
between the maps attached to the 
Radcliffe Award and theirs. There-
fore, we have been very eager to 
demarcate the border finally. It is 
unfortunate that till then the statv.s 
quo is not recognised by Pakistan, 
ai though they have agreed to do sO 
some time ago. 

Mr. Speaker: Has any doctor been 
removed from that area? 

Shri Jawaharlal Nehru: I do not 
remember whether any doctor has 
been removed. 

Shrimati Renu Chakravartty: Even 
this morning's paper says that an 
Indian labourer of the tea gardens 
was injured by some of the Pakistani 
Rifle personnel, who fired on our 
patrol. Not only that. This happened 
in the morning and again at 2 p.m. 
the same day our patrols were fired 
at. It seems there is a constant fir-
ing. What further steps are Govern-
ment going to take to see that there 
is no such great deal of loss of life 
and property in that area? 

Shri Jawaharlal Nehru: I am afraid, 
there are only two steps which we 
call take, namely, increase our pa trol-
ling, that is, the strength. and fre-
quency of it, and take big-scale mili-
tary action. These are the only two 

things. We have increased our 
patrolling and it is more frequent. On 
the other hand, we are trying to settle 
this problem by having the demarca-
tions speeded up. 

Shri H. P. Chatterjee: It is very 
strange that the doctor's name .. ·· .. 

Mr. Speaker: I had asked him; but 
he does not know. 

Shri H. P. Chatterjee: He says that 
he does not know, when the whole 
country knows it. It was in the 
papers. 

Mr. Speaker: Then the hon. Mem-
ber is not asking for any information. 

Shri H. P. Chatterjee: But he should 
know it. I want to know whether he 
knows it or not. Certainly, I know it. 

Mr. Speaker: There is no use in 
asking this question whether he knows 
it or not. 

Shri Ranga: This useful purpose is 
served that what is known to the 
country is said to be not known to 
the hon. Prime Minister. 

Shri H. P. Chatterjee: That is my 
constituency and I know it. 

Shri Jawaharlal Nehru: do not 
remember it. I am afraid, it is not 
easy for me to remember every inci-
dent. This matter was raised through 
a question and it was answered. 

Shri H. P. Chatterjee: Doctors are 
taken away ..... . 

Mr. Speaker: Order, order. He 
continues asking questions while he is 
sitting. 

Shri Jawaharlal Nehrn: This ques-
tion about this gentleman, the doctor, 
was answered in this House.

Mr. Speaker: I could not f~ilow. 
Would he kindly repeat it? 

Shri Jawaharlal Nehru: As I under-
stand it, he wants to know whether 
there is any connectic'l betweeI' th~ 
Pakistani firings and tne inc:'ease in 
our patrols. I do not see any .parti-
cular connection. The result should 
be the other way round. 
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
