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The following alternatives have been
recommended in the project report :
(i) A purely Flood control pro-
ject costing Rs. 25.2 crores
and,

(ii) A Multipurpose project for
Flood Control and hydro-
power costing Rs. 39.6 crores.

The report prepared by the Central
Water and Power Commission has been
referred to two Consultants of the
Ministry of Irrigation and Power for
their opinion on the project proposals
frathied by the Commission.

Copies of the project report have also
been sent to the State Government for
their consideration work on the Project
cap start only after the project is moot-
ed by the State, approved by the Plan-
ning Commission and included ip the
Plan.
