ing of scientists on a national basis
taking into account resources availl-
able in the country as a whole and
having regard to the Defence require-
ments.

The Committees on Rocketry and
Missiles have recommended the estab-
lishment of a master of engincering
course in Rocketary and Missiles at
the Indian Institute of Science, Banga-
dore. The proposal is at present un-
der consideration of the Government.

The Committee on Radar Teclino-
iogy has recommended the introduc-
tion of courses in radar, initially at
one or two Indian Institutes of Tech-
nology. The Recommendations of
the Committee is under consideration.

Tibetang Coming to India

In 1967, 945 Tibetan refugees en-
tered India through different seclors
as against 240 in 1966. The main rea-
son given by them, for entering India,
was religious persecution by the
Chinese. So far, this year, only one
Tibetan is reported to have entered
India.

(ii) Reports have been received of
two batches of 68 and 43 Tibetans
having entered India clandestinely
from Nepal in January-Februay, 1968.
