The 
British Government had aequired four 
island groups--Cha:gos Archipelago in-
Cluding Diego Garsla from Mauritius 
and other three island ~ou~ 
Aldabra, Farquhar and De!lrOChei 
from Seychelles. They paid L. 3 mil-
lion ex-gratia to Mauritius for the 

ChagOS Archipelago ed the three 
other islands were acquired from the 
lceaI planters. 

(c) The British Government had 
given assurances that they did not 
intend to use the BriWh Indian OceaD 
territory for military bases but onlY 
as a staging post to provide COlll,Dluni-
clilion faemties with . tlie tar East. 
However, in November 11167, tHe 
British Government announced that 
they had decided to drop their plans 
to go ahead with plan for Aldabra bl 
the British Indian Ocean territory aa 
one of the steps to meet po'lt-devalua-
tion stresses. -
