The Minister of State in the Mink-
try of Home Affairs and Minister of
Defence Supplies in the Ministry e
Defence (Shri Hathi): (a) Yes, Sir,
such an atlempt has been made.

(b) Apart from violent demonstrm
tions inspired by pro-Pakistan ele-
ments and staged by a seclion of the
students, there have been 7 cases of
explosion and 4 cases of recovery of
explosives in the State. Some of the
handgrenades had Pakistani mark-
ings. There have also been 6 cases
of arson, 5 in Srinagar and 1 in Sopore
Som. luad-written and lithographed
posiers were also seen pasted in cer-
tain towns containing inciting and
pro-Pakistani material.

(c) The situation was dealt with
firmlv and except for sporadic minor
incidents mvolving students nornmaley
has now been restored.
