(b). Yes, Sir. At the 14th meeting of the
Mineral Advisory Board and at the State
Ministers Conference held at Srinagar from
26th to 29 September, 1967, it was decid-
ed to exchange the technical personnel
between the Geological Survey of India,
State Governments, Public Sector Under-
takings, Universities and Laboratories
with a view to augment the resources of
the Centre and State Geological Organisa-
tions and also to ensure that, through a
systematic programme of coordinatios, the

available resources are put to the best
possible use.
(c) Two officers of the Geological

Survey of India have been deputed to the
Orissa Government and one of their officers
will be joining the Orissa Mining Corpora-
tion shortly.

Qne officer of the Goversment of
Orissa and one officer of the Qrissa Mining
Corporation have already joined the Geologi=
cal Survey of India and one more officer of
the Government of Qrissa is expected to
join shortly.

td) Two officers of the Geelogical
Survey of India have already joined
the State Government of Bihar, and one
deputed to the Iadian School of Mines,
Dhanbad. Qoe more officer of the Geologi-
cal Survey of India is expected to join
Indian Institute of Technology, Kharag-
pur. Two officers of the Government of
Bihar have joined the Geological Survey
of India.

The question of exchange of officers
between the Geological Survey of India and
the Governments of Assam and West
Bengal is expected to be finalised shortly.
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
