516. SHRI S. R. DAMANTI: Will the
Minister of STEEL, MINES AND

(a) whether the Pipe Plant at Rour-
kela is lying idle for want of internal
demand or whether it has been put to
any other use even partially;

(b) if it cannot be put to any other
use will it prove a dead loss; and

(c) the efforts made to create an
export ‘market for pipes?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF STEEL, MINES AND
METALS (SHRI RAM SEWAK): (a)
and (b). The Pipe Plant at Rourkela
Steel Plant is at present engaged in
production for meeting export orders
from some foreign countrieg viz.
Kuwait and Newzealand. These orders
and, the requirements of Natural Oil
and Gas Commission will keep the
Pipe Plant busy for this year.

(c) Substantial and vigorous efforts
which include visit of delegations to
foreign countries, participation in
internationa] exhibitions, advertise-
'‘ments in newspapers and periodicals
etc. continue for finding export
markets for pipes. Presently possibi-
lities of exporting Rourkela pipes to
some foreign countries are being ex-
plored.
