While sanc-
tioning the revised estimates for 
1964-65 am! the budget estimates for 
1965-66 of the Madras Port Trust, 
Government advised the Port Trust 
that, as the closing balance in the 
Revenue and Pilotage Accounts 
showed that the Port's finances had 
reached a critical stage, the Port 
authorities should take urgent steps 
to augment their resources.
