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foreigners, the Government of the
State in which the foreigner wishes to
stay are normally consulted. Such con-
sultation is desirable not only for ob-
taining all relevant information neces-
sary for the decision but also for as-
certaining the State Government’s
views in the light of the local condi-
tions with- which they are deeply con-
cerned. It is not proposed to change
this procedure.
