(a) whether it is a fact that various
types of mechanical compost plants to
manufacture compost from city wastes have
been set up in several foreign countries;

(b) If so, whether the Government
Plan to try those plants in India; and

(c) if so, details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF FOOD, AGRICULTURE,
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AND

SHINDE) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) and (c). A Committee set up by the
Planning Commission to examine the
feasibility of setting up compost plants
in urban centre in the country has suggested
that the Pilot Plants of more than one
type should be set up in three or four select-
ed cities to select the type and capacity of
the plant best suited to Indian conditions,
On the basis of the performance of these
plants, installation of more plants may be
undertaken. The Minister of Food and
Agriculture have gone into the detals
of the Project from the technical and
economic angles and from the point
of view of indigenous manufacture. The
manufacturers interested in such Projects
have assured that except for some essential
components for the machinery, compost
plants can be fabricated in this country it-
self. Commercial Banks have been
approached to provide funds for the Project.
